Case Special DSR

This car was built around 1967 by W.A. Case in Bartlesville, Oklahoma and raced in the Midwest Division as a D sports racer by the builder. It was raced at the 1969 “run-offs” at Daytona. I recall it made a lot of noise but was only a winner if it rained.

It is front wheel drive with the drive train from a SAAB stroker.  The car has three Solex’s and a Judson coil. 

It is potentially restorable for vintage racing. It appears to be complete except for the tach. It set outside for 30 years and has some corrosion damage. Three of the wheels are damaged by corrosion. I have built a new steering wheel, an accurate copy of the original. The original wheel is included.

The car is setting on 99/900 SAAB wheels and new Kumho 195/50’s. 

Buy it now for $1000 or $1400 with the 99/900 wheels and tires.  If you don’t want the wheels I will fashion some rollers from plywood. If I don’t find a serious buyer in a few weeks I will put it on ebay, as I need the space for another project.

I have an enclosed trailer and would consider delivering it for something per mile. 

I can email additional pictures including a picture taken in 69 at Daytona and one taken in 70 at Olathe, Kansas (National race at the old Naval Air Station). These pictures do not show the entire car.
